Unit 1 People of achievement

Unit 4 Body language

Thus, the crucial thing is using body language in a way that is appropriate    3     the culture you are in. Take making eye contact for example. In some countries, it is used to display interest, while in other cultures,    4     (相比之下), it is not always    5     (approve) of. Another commonly used gesture for “OK” has different meanings in different cultures as well. 

In Japan, someone who    6     (witness) another person    7     (employ) this gesture might think it means money. While in France, it means zero. Even the gestures we use for “yes”and “no”    8     (different) around the world. In most cases, shaking one’s head means “no”, and nodding means “yes”. By    9     (compare), in Bulgaria and southern Albania, they have the opposite meaning. In addition to these differences, some gestures seem to have the same meaning globally. The best example is smiling, which can be used to    10     (消除) barriers, to apologise, and so on.

Unit 5 Working the land
Known as the “father of hybrid rice”, Yuan Longping    1     (devote) his life to the Chinese farmers. 

Once, China had a serious    2     (short) of food.    3     (tackle) this crisis, alleviate hunger and get rid of poverty, Yuan    4     (convince) that farmers must boost yields in the fields. One characteristic of hybrids is that they usually attain a higher yield than    4      
(convention) crops. Through intense effort, Yuan overcame enormous difficulties and developed the first hybrid rice that enabled farmers to expand their output greatly. Today, it is estimated that about 60 percent of domestic rice    5     (consume) in China is comprised of crops    7      (generate) from Yuan’s hybrid strains.    8     (实际上), Yuan was still very much a farmer at heart. As a man of the soil, he cared little for celebrity or money. Despite his wealth, Yuan didn’t live a life of leisure. 

Long ago, he envisioned rice plants as tall as sorghum, with each ear of rice as big as a broom, and each grain of rice as huge as a peanut. His later vision for rice growing in    9      (salt) land also became    10     reality.
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
