 Playing sports is a lot of fun, but getting hurt is not. The following rules can help you stay safe while exercising.
6.            The gear(装备) you wear depends on the sport you play. Talk with your parents or your coach to know what gear you need. Then wear that gear when you' re practicing or playing.
